On June 19, 2010 the collection center opened its doors for business. Less than a week shy of its one year 
anniversary, the facility had its 10,000 residential vehicle drive through. This is the only facility in Lorain County to 
offer this service. Residents can drop off household hazardous waste, e-scrap, fluorescent bulbs & ballasts, scrap 
tires and “end of life” books for free recycling and/or proper disposal.  Businesses may also use these services 
however they are restricted to e-scrap, fluorescent bulb & ballast and end of life books. Businesses are able to pick 
up necessary packaging materials for free so that the loads are ready for shipment upon arrival. While there are a 
few of these types of operations within Ohio, this is the ONLY District owned and operated facility in the state.
